	This AMENDMENT # 1 to the Professional Service Agreement (the “Agreement”) is dated as of the final signature on this document and is between Milwaukee County, a Wisconsin municipal body corporate, represented by its County Clerk of Circuit Court (the “County”) and Credit Management Control, Inc. (the “Contractor”), combined to be considered the Parties to this Agreement (“Parties”).

RECITALS

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]On or around October 19, 2016June 1, 2016 Milwaukee County and Contractor entered into the Agreement for the provision of professional services for the collection of court-ordered judgments and tax refund intercept processing.

2. The Agreement had an initial term of three (3) years, running from June 1, 2016 to May 31, 2018, and two options to renew at two (2) years each.

3. The County and Contractor exercised two extensions of two (2) years each, running from June 1, 2018 – May 31, 2020 and June 1, 2020 – May 31, 2022. 

4. The current renewal option ends on May 31, 2022 and the County and Contractor wish to continue their relationship.

5. The County is in the process of issuing an RFP for Collection Services to solicit a provider to provide collection of court-ordered judgments and tax refund intercept processing, and plans to award a contract for such services in 2022.

6. The County and Contractor wish to continue providing the services under the Agreement during the RFP process and transition period.


ACCORDINGLY, intending to be legally bound, the Parties agree as follows:

The  is amended to read as follows:

The Parties agree through this Amendment # 1 to renew the Agreement on a month-to-month basis beginning on June 1, 2022 and continuing at the County’s sole option until award of a new contract or until May 31, 2023, whichever comes first. This month-to-month agreement may be cancelled unilaterally by the County upon award of a new contract under the 2022 RFP. The County shall provide the Contractor with a minimum of thirty (30) days’ notice of cancellation of the month-to-month agreement following successful award of the 2022 RFP.

Except as otherwise indicated in this Amendment, any defined terms will have the same meanings as provided in the Agreement. 

Except as set forth above, the Agreement remains unchanged and in full force and effect. This Amendment is made a part of and incorporates the terms and conditions of the Agreement. If there is a conflict between the terms of the Agreement and this Amendment, this Amendment will control.
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
