A. If adopted, this resolution would name the cross country course at Greenfield Park after Ron Kurtz, a hall of fame cross country coach.

B. There are no direct costs associated with adoptions of this resolution. Existing staff time may be necessary to update the course’s name online and in print materials.

C. Currently, cross country courses in Milwaukee County Parks do not have any signage because they are only seasonally used. This fiscal note assumes that, if a marker is to be placed, funds will be provided through private contributions. There is no anticipated tax levy impact in this or subsequent years.

D. It is assumed that if signage is desired for the cross country course, that donations from private contributors will be solicited and used for that purpose.
