Amend the BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clause at or near line 72 as follows:

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the DHHS is authorized to develop and enter into a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with the City, and at a minimum, include these broad program guidelines:
· Milwaukee County (the County) will provide up to $52,000 to the City for doula reimbursements at an estimated cost of $520 per women $1,040 for 50 women. County funding will only be used for doula reimbursement, not the cost of administering the program.
· The County will market the doula pilot program to eligible women through existing programs aimed at low-income residents, including, for example, energy assistance programs and child support initiatives.
· The City will administer the program, including reimbursing the doulas, determining eligibility of both doulas and women, and addressing necessary certifications. The City should provide matching funds or in-kind support to cover administrative costs of the program.
· Prior to release of funds from the County to the City, the City will provide to the County a report identifying how the efficiency effectiveness of the program will be evaluated, the timeline for doing so, and the projected long-term need, if the program is effective.
· The City will monitor and provide an assessment of the efficacy of the doula pilot program and, in conjunction with the DHHS, report back to both the County and the City on the same.
