A. Authorization for the Milwaukee County Department of Transportation to enter into a multiple year (2015 and 2016) professional services contract with Collins Engineers, Inc. for Milwaukee County Bridge Inspections, Traffic Signal Mast Arm Inspections, and Related Program Management Services in a total contract amount not to exceed $201,525.12.
B. The total contract value of $201,525.12 is based upon costs provided by the vendor as part of a competitive Request for Proposal (RFP) process.  Based upon the outcome of the RFP process, it is estimated the Milwaukee County Department of Transportation will expend $101,525.12 during 2015 and $100,000 during 2016 for this contract.
C. There is no impact to the 2015 Adopted Budget as expenditures for the 2015 portion of the contract cost are included in the budget.  For 2016, the Department of Transportation will need to prepare a budget request that includes the necessary $100,000 of expenditure authority to cover the 2016 portion of the contract cost.
D. No direct county fiscal impact was selected under the Fiscal Effect section because budgeted funds are available to cover the current year (2015) costs.
This fiscal note was prepared with the understanding that full County Board approval is required because this is a multiple year contract that obligates funding from a future year for which a budget has not yet been adopted (i.e. the 2nd year of the contract creates an obligation on the 2016 Budget).
