[bookmark: _GoBack]AGREEMENT BETWEEN MILWAUKEE COUNTY

 DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND CULTURE

 AND URBAN ECOLOGY CENTER 

REGARDING A NORTH AVENUE BIKE RAMP 

ON THE OAK LEAF RECREATIONAL TRAIL


This Agreement Regarding a North Avenue Bike Ramp on the Oak Leaf Recreational Trail (the “Agreement”), is made and entered into this _________day of June, 2017, by and between Milwaukee County Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (“Milwaukee County”) and Urban Ecology Center (“UEC”). Referenced together, Milwaukee County and UEC are the “Parties” to this Agreement.

1.  Whereas, Milwaukee County applied for a Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant seeking funding to make certain improvements to the Oak Leaf Recreational Trail.  These improvements include building a new bike ramp to the Oak Leaf Recreational Trail on the west side of the Trail just north of North Avenue (the “North Avenue Bike Ramp”).

1. Whereas, in connection with Milwaukee County’s application for a Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant, UEC agreed to provide $175,000 in matching funds for the construction of the North Avenue Bike Ramp.  Milwaukee County needed UEC’s matching funds in order to qualify for a Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant.  

1. Whereas, in return for UEC’s promise to provide $175,000 in matching funds for the construction of the North Avenue Bike Ramp, Milwaukee County promised UEC that Milwaukee County would repair and maintain the North Avenue Bike Ramp.  Milwaukee County has now decided that it will build and own the North Avenue Bike Ramp. 

1. Whereas, Milwaukee County has received a Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant for these improvements and building the North Avenue Bike Ramp.

Now, therefore, in consideration of mutual promises and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged by the Parties, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Milwaukee County will, at its expense and direction, build the North Avenue Bike Ramp and associated improvements (including, for example, a fence alongside the Bike Ramp).  In addition, Milwaukee County will be responsible for repairing and maintaining the North Avenue Bike Ramp and associated improvements, including, but not limited to, plowing the Bike Ramp and mowing grass near the Bike Ramp.  Milwaukee County will own the North Avenue Bike Ramp and associated improvements.

1. Once Milwaukee County begins construction of the North Avenue Bike Ramp, UEC will pay to Milwaukee County $87,500.  Once the ramp construction is complete, and upon receipt from Milwaukee County documentation showing the full cost of the North Avenue Bike Ramp construction, UEC will then pay the balance to Milwaukee County, up to an additional $87,500.  Eligible costs include all construction, grading and site restoration for the area of the North Avenue Bike Ramp, including its fence and vegetation along the side of the ramp. The costs to improve, repair and maintain the current Oak Leaf Trail are not eligible to be paid for with the UEC match dollars.

1. The Parties agree that Paragraph 7 of the Amended and Restated Lease Agreement Between Milwaukee County Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture and Urban Ecology Center, effective November 6, 2014, and concerning Riverside Park, does not apply to the construction, repair, or maintenance of the North Avenue Bike Ramp or associated improvements.  The Parties agree that this Agreement governs the construction, repair, and maintenance of the North Avenue Bike Ramp and associated improvements.
