A RESOLUTION

Calling upon the State of Wisconsin to establish a universal speed limit on Wisconsin interstate highways in and around Milwaukee County
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	WHEREAS, Wis. Stat. § 346.57(2) specifies, “No person shall drive a vehicle at a speed greater than is reasonable and prudent under the conditions and having regard for the actual and potential hazards then existing.  The speed of a vehicle shall be so controlled as may be necessary to avoid colliding with any object, person, vehicle or other conveyance on or entering the highway in compliance with legal requirements and using due care.”; and 

	WHEREAS, on the interstates connecting Milwaukee County with the remainder of the State of Wisconsin have posted speed limits of 70 miles per hour while the majority of interstate mileage in Milwaukee County has a posted speed limit of 50 or 55 miles per hour; and

	WHEREAS, it is difficult to be “reasonable and prudent” as defined under Wis. Stat. § 346.57(2) with a sudden 15 mile per hour drop in speed limit, often resulting in unsafe conditions for motorists, particularly when some drivers rapidly decelerate upon entering a lower speed zone; and

	WHEREAS, it is in the interest of Milwaukee County to have safe driving regulations for its motorists; now, therefore,

	BE IT RESOLVED, Milwaukee County hereby calls upon the State of Wisconsin legislature to enact and the Wisconsin Governor to sign legislation establishing a single universal speed limit for motorists traveling the interstates in the State of Wisconsin; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Office of Government Affairs staff is authorized and requested to communicate the contents of this resolution to the Wisconsin Governor and State policymakers, and support legislation that achieves the criteria outlined in this resolution.
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
