Notice of Public Hearing

Notice is hereby given that on November 1, 2012, at 9:00 A.M., in Room 201‑B of the Milwaukee County Courthouse, 901 North 9th Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin, a public hearing will be held before the Committee on Finance, Personnel and Audit of the County Board of Supervisors of Milwaukee County, Wisconsin (the “County”), or its designee, regarding a plan to issue approximately $27,000,000 aggregate principal amount of General Obligation Refunding Bonds of the County (the “Bonds”).  The Bonds will be issued to refund a portion of the outstanding General Obligation Corporate Purpose Bonds, Series 2004A of the County and the outstanding General Obligation Corporate Purpose Bonds, Series 2005A of the County (collectively, the “Refunded Bonds”).  A portion of the proceeds of the Refunded Bonds were used for the purpose of constructing or refinancing improvements to the following facilities owned by the County (the “Projects”):

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $988,659 to finance improvements to fire/life safety system, the dimming system in the Uihlein Hall and other improvements, all at the Marcus Center for the Performing Arts which is owned by the County, operated by both Milwaukee County War Memorial, Inc., a Wisconsin non‑stock, non-profit corporation (the “Operating Company”), and Marcus Center for the Performing Arts, Inc., a Wisconsin, non-stock, non‑profit corporation, as a performing arts center, and located at 929 North Water Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin;

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $1,408,227 to finance improvements to the electrical distribution system, the plumbing system, the fire/life safety system and other improvements, all at the Milwaukee Public Museum which is owned by the County, operated by Milwaukee Public Museum, Inc., a Wisconsin non‑stock, non‑profit corporation, as a public museum, and located at 800 West Wells Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin;

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $671,650 to finance renovation, structural and other building improvements at the Milwaukee County Historical Society which is owned by the County, operated by Milwaukee County Historical Society, a Wisconsin non‑stock, non-profit corporation, as an historical museum, and located at 910 North Old World 3rd Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin;

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $1,171,075 to finance road and street improvements in the southeast quadrant of the Milwaukee County Grounds which is owned by the County, operated as a health care center, and located at 1000 North 92nd Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin;

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $870,000 to finance improvements to the heating, ventilation and air conditioning system and the lighting system and other improvements at the Gordon and Bernice Rose Park Senior Center which is owned by the County, operated by Interfaith Older Adult Programs, Inc., a Wisconsin non-stock, non-profit corporation, as a senior center, and located at 3045 North Dr. Martin Luther King Drive, Milwaukee, Wisconsin;

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $3,150 to finance improvements to the Kelly Park Senior Center which is owned by the County, operated by Interfaith Older Adult Programs, Inc., a Wisconsin non-stock, non-profit corporation, as a senior center, and located at 6100 South Lake Drive, Cudahy, Wisconsin;

Proceeds in an amount of approximately $162,000 to finance Americans with Disability Act improvements and other improvements at the Kosciuszko Park Community Center which is owned by the County and operated by Milwaukee Christian Center, a Wisconsin non-stock, non-profit corporation, and by Summit Educational Association, Inc., a Wisconsin non‑stock, non‑profit corporation, as community and sports facilities, and located at 2201 South Seventh Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin; and


(viii)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $198,000 to finance a new roof for a building, life/safety improvements, a new emergency generator and other improvements owned by the County and leased in part to and operated by St. Charles Youth and Family Services, Inc., a Wisconsin non-stock, non-profit corporation (“St. Charles”), as educational, residential, health and related facilities serving challenged youths, and located on the County Grounds at 9501 Watertown Plank Road, Wauwatosa, Wisconsin. 

The Bonds will be issued by the County in one or more series pursuant to Chapter 67 of the Wisconsin Statutes, as supplemented and amended, and a resolution or resolutions proposed for adoption by the County Board of Supervisors of the County, and will constitute general obligations of the County.

The above noticed public hearing is required by Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  At the time and place set for the public hearing, residents, taxpayers and other interested persons will be given the opportunity to express their views for or against the proposed plan of refinancing of the Projects through the issuance of the Bonds.  Written comments may also be submitted to the County Clerk of the County at his office located at the County Courthouse, 901 North 9th Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin 53233, until 4:00 p.m. on October 31, 2012.  Subsequent to the public hearing, the County Board of Supervisors of the County will consider approval of the issuance of the Refunded Bonds.
