Report from the Director, Department of Health and Human Services, requesting authorization to amend 2022 non-professional service contracts with caterers supporting the Senior Dining Program and minority owned restaurants preparing meals for the Dine-Out Program by increasing the funding available by $293,000, from $2,992,000, for a total of $3,285,000, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the Milwaukee Board of Supervisors approved File 21-1026 on December 16, 2021, which authorized DHHS to execute non-professional services contracts in the amount of $2,992,000 with various caterers supporting the Senior Dining Program as well as with minority-owned restaurants providing meals through the Dine Out Program;  and
WHEREAS, the caterers that provide meals through the DHHS Aging and Disabilities Services (ADS) Senior Meal Program for older adults prepare over half a million nutritious and delicious meals for older adults annually, and reached a peak of over 700,000 meals in the height of COVID in 2021; and  

WHEREAS, diligence of the caterers has helped maintain safe, uninterrupted meal service to older adults in Milwaukee County throughout the pandemic, despite changing safety standards, and a variety of meal collection methods including delivery, take-out and, in some cases, a return to congregate dining; and
WHEREAS, the retail cost of food has increased more quickly nationally even when compared to other costs of living and inflation overall and according to the USDA Economic Research Center in 2021, the prices for beef and pork rose over 8% and the price for fresh fruits rose 6%; and 

WHEREAS, increasing the per-meal reimbursement to caterers will assist with maintaining the quality of meals provided to older adult diners in Milwaukee County; and
WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors approved File 22-144 on February 25, 2022 which authorized DHHS to contract with the State of Wisconsin Department of Health Services and to accept $2,051,430 in Older Americans Act funds as provided through the federal American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) (Public Law No: 117-2) which required a match of $300,513; and
WHEREAS, funding made available through the Title III-C (nutrition) within the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) of 2021 can be used to fund these per-meal reimbursement increases for caterers and the Dine Out Program restaurants; and 

WHEREAS, DHHS is requesting that the total match amount of $300,513 against the $2,051,430 in Older Americans Act funds be funded from the unallocated contingency account under File No. 22-681 which is simultaneously before the board in this cycle; and 

WHEREAS, the total match amount needed to fund the $293,000 increase to the catering contracts is $32,556; and

WHEREAS, consistent with Wis. Stat. § 59.52(31)(c), DHHS ADS must, on behalf of the Commission on Aging, bring contracts with a value or aggregate value of $300,000 or more to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors for authorization; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the Director, DHHS, or her designee, to execute an amendment to the 2022 non-professional service contracts with DHHS ADS vendors providing meals for Milwaukee County’s older adult residents for the period of January 1, 2022 through December 31, 2022, with the providers and for the terms listed below for a total cost not to exceed a value of $3,285,000.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that County Board approval of this amendment is contingent upon adoption of File No. 22-681 approving the transfer of $300,513 from the unallocated contingent account to meet the match requirement for $2,051,430 in Older Americans Act funds.
