POLICY
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is seeking authorization for the Greenfield Historical Society to install an Historical Marker in the Root River Parkway.

BACKGROUND
The Greenfield Historical Society (GHS), founded on June 25, 1965, is a non-profit, tax-exempt corporation that is affiliated with the Wisconsin Historical Society. Their purposes are to collect and preserve library materials, artifacts, manuscripts, and photographs, maintain historic buildings, and conduct educational programs pertaining to the history of the former Town of Greenfield and the City of Greenfield. The GHS has requested permission to install a sign summarizing the importance of the Root River Parkway in the development of Milwaukee County and the City of Greenfield. The GHS will purchase, install and maintain the marker at no cost to the County. 

RECOMMENDATION
The Parks Director recommends authorization to accept the donation of the Historical Marker.  It is further recommended that appropriate Milwaukee County staff be authorized to prepare, review, approve, execute, record and/or implement the required documents or perform actions to facilitate the installation of this marker.
