ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Add the following two WHEREAS clauses on or after line 45 as follows:

	WHEREAS, as part of the procedures related to the scheduling of a hybrid committee meeting, appointed chairpersons agreed to the Standing Committee Chair Appointment Agreement which states in part:

	Attend in-person at the Courthouse when I decide to hold hybrid meetings of my committee with the understanding that chairs of standing committees are empowered to conduct their respective committees in either a virtual or hybrid environment. 

; and

	WHEREAS, if the Committee Chairperson or, in exigent circumstances, the Vice-Chairperson, cannot physically attend a hybrid meeting, the option exists to reschedule the meeting to another date in consultation with the Legislative Services Division in the Office of the County Clerk; and

Amend Section 1 of the Ordinance beginning on near line 107 as follows: (Note changes in this amendment are designated by double underline or double strikethrough.)

(a) Remote meetings. The county board shall be equipped and may convene and meet to conduct business remotely via telephone conference, video conference or other electronic communication provided that the meeting is live-streamed, televised live or otherwise broadcast live to the public., subject to the following: 

(1) Supervisors shall have the option to attend any meeting of the county board remotely via telephone conference, video conference or other electronic communication even if the meeting was not designated to be remote.
(2) Supervisors shall have the ability to attend any meeting of the county board in person unless circumstances prohibit a physical meeting.

Amend Section 3 of the Ordinance beginning on near line 175 as follows: (Note changes in this amendment are designated by double underline or double strikethrough.)

SECTION 3.  Section 1.13(e) of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

(e) Remote meetings. Standing committees shall be equipped and may convene and meet to conduct business remotely via telephone conference, video conference or other electronic communication provided that the meeting is live-streamed, televised live or otherwise broadcast live to the public., subject to the following: 

(1) If a committee chairperson chooses to schedule a committee meeting as a hybrid meeting, the chairperson shall attend in-person at the courthouse or at the physical location of the designated meeting. In exigent circumstances, the vice-chairperson of the committee may fulfill this requirement if the chairperson is not able to attend in person.

(1) Supervisors shall have the option to attend any standing committee meeting of the county board remotely via telephone conference, video conference or other electronic communication even if the meeting was not designated to be remote.
(2) Supervisors shall have the ability to attend standing committee meetings of the county board in person unless circumstances prohibit a physical meeting.
(3) (2) Members of the public wishing to testify shall have the option to attend any standing committee meeting remotely, other than Committee of the Whole, via the electronic communication protocol designated for the meeting. 
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
