Hoyt Park - Conveyance of MMSD Sewer Segments to Milwaukee County – ACTION 
POLICY

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) requests authorization to execute an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement (ICA) between Milwaukee County (County) and the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District (District) for the conveyance of segments of Metropolitan Interceptor Sewer (MIS) to the County.
BACKGROUND
District and County staff have identified segments of MIS that serve only the County’s facilities at Hoyt Park and operate as local sewers, not as a regional MIS (see Attachment A).  Transferring ownership of the MIS segment will provide the County with an opportunity for better utilization and more efficient and cost effective operation and maintenance of the existing sewer, specifically saving the County the expense of planning, designing, and constructing a new parallel sewer.
The County and the District considered alternatives for continued sanitary sewer service for Hoyt Park. We determined that rehabilitation of the existing gravity sewer offered the most cost-effective and sustainable solution for Milwaukee County compared to the ongoing maintenance, operation, energy costs, and responsibilities associated with the other alternatives. Additionally, rehabilitation results in the least amount of construction disruption and impacts within the primary environmental corridor.

The sewerage facilities to be transferred consists of approximately 1188 feet of 24-inch diameter pipe and two manholes. County staff reviewed videos of the rehabilitated pipe sections and inspected the two manholes and found their condition to be acceptable. For ease of our inspection and maintenance, MMSD has agreed to replace the large diameter manhole covers with smaller, more manageable bolt-down lids per our request.
RECOMMENDATION

The Parks Director recommends authorization for an ICA between the County and the District for the conveyance of the Hoyt Park segments of MIS to the County. It is further recommended that appropriate County staff be authorized to prepare, review, approve, execute, record and/or implement the required documents or perform actions to facilitate this action.
