ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Amend the final WHEREAS clause and add three new WHEREAS clauses as follows:

WHEREAS, a new body scanner for the Milwaukee County Jail costs $239,880 and acquiring a new K-9 and related training for the dog and correctional officer is estimated to cost $12,500; now, therefore, and

WHEREAS, at its meeting on July 15, 2025, the Committee on Judiciary, Law Enforcement and General Services received testimony on File No. 25-345 concerning an intergovernmental cooperation agreement with Racine County for the temporary housing of certain jail occupants; and

WHEREAS, during said testimony, the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office (MCSO) stated that it does not intend to extend the agreement with Racine County; and

WHEREAS, as reported in File No. 25-345, MCSO will continue to collaborate with the Community Reintegration Center to manage housing arrangements for jail occupants, resulting in an unspent balance of $249,381, which MCSO supports making available for reallocation for purposes of purchasing the new body scanner and acquiring and training the canine unit; now, therefore,

Delete the first two BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clauses and add a new BIFR clause as follows:

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby supports the acquisition of a new body scanner and canine (K-9) unit for the Milwaukee County Jail to support the safety of all persons in our care, whether housed at the Jail or the Community Reintegration Center; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorizes the Office of Strategy, Budget and Performance, in coordination with the Office of the Comptroller, to transfer $252,380 from Agency 194-1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to the appropriate accounts in Agency 400 – Office of the Sheriff for the purpose of purchasing the new body scanner and acquiring and training the canine unit; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors requests that if any grants or other external funding sources are received for the purchase of the body scanner or canine unit, any unused funds be returned to the Appropriation for Contingencies account.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorizes the Office of Strategy, Budget, and Performance, in coordination with the Office of the Comptroller, to execute an interdepartmental fund transfer of $249,381 within Agency 400 – Office of the Sheriff to reallocate funds originally budgeted for an intergovernmental cooperation agreement with Racine County for the temporary housing of certain jail occupants, to appropriate accounts for the purchase of a new body scanner and the acquisition and training of a canine unit.
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
