(ITEM NO.  24-XXX) From the Executive Director of Milwaukee County Parks requesting authorization to dispose of various capital assets to promote the long-term sustainability, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Parks covers more than 15,000 acres of land throughout Milwaukee County. On these acres of land are more than 460 buildings that have approximately 1.4M square feet of space; and a significant amount of paved assets; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Parks does not used a significant number of these buildings or paved assets due; leaving these unused spaces vulnerable to graffiti, vandalism, arson, and create a negative impact on park users and the adjacent neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Parks received $500,000 in funding from the 2024 Capital Budget through WP055001 (Parks Demo Capital Project) that calls for Parks to prioritize the demolish “no longer in use buildings, assets, or areas of pavement”; and

WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors required that Milwaukee County Parks identify buildings and assets to be demolished through the WP055001 (Parks Demo Capital Project) prior to approval; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Parks has identified buildings and assets at Cupertino Park (comfort building), Manitoba Park (utility building/comfort building), Lincoln Park Golf Course (pump house), St. Martins Park (pavilion), Holler Park (pool basin), KK Parkway (tennis courts), Estabrook Park (asphalt path), Hales Corner Park (parking lot), Indigenous Peoples’ Park (asphalt pad), Lincoln Creek Parkway (parkway conversion to trail), Little Menominee Parkway (parkway conversion to trail) for removal ; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Parks has potential replacement assets for buildings and assets identified for removal; and

BE IT RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County Parks is hereby authorized to proceed with the demolition of the identified buildings and assets; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County Parks is hereby authorized to proceed with the identifying potential replacement assets for identified buildings and assets. 
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
