A SUBSTITUTE RESOLUTION
(to Item No. 65)

Requesting the State of Wisconsin’s Joint Legislative Audit Committee to direct the nonpartisan Legislative Audit Bureau to conduct an audit in relation to the efficiency and effectiveness of the Departments of the County Executive and the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors; and authorizing and the Chairwoman of the County Board to seek an independent outside audit of county governance

WHEREAS, Chapter 59 of the Wisconsin State Statutes outlines the organization, powers, duties, and allowable budgets of Counties; and the governance of Milwaukee County was created by and remains under the jurisdiction of the State of Wisconsin; and


WHEREAS, a State Representative has publicly voiced intentions to introduce a bill that would affect the expenditure authority and compensation structure of the Milwaukee County Board; and


WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin Legislative Audit Bureau, under direction of the Joint Legislative Audit Committee, does have the requisite experience, qualifications, and statutory authority to perform an audit of the Executive and Legislative branches of Milwaukee County government; and
WHEREAS, due to limited resources, the State Legislative Audit Bureau may not be able to immediately perform an audit of the Executive and Legislative functions of Milwaukee County and it would be helpful to have another independent external audit examine and evaluate county organizational structure and service delivery; and

WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors seeks to demonstrate leadership in county reform by ensuring the specific needs and unique challenges of the state's largest and most diverse county are met; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby requests the State of Wisconsin's Joint Legislative Audit Committee to direct the nonpartisan Legislative Audit Bureau to conduct an audit of county governance in Milwaukee County, in accordance with professional auditing standards; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, understanding the Legislative Audit Committee has limited resources and many other important issues to study, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors directs the Chair of the County Board to simultaneously seek an independent audit of county governance; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does request the Audit Services Division of the Office of the Comptroller to confirm that the independent outside audit meets professional auditing standards.
