(ITEM          )  From the Interim Director, Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture, seeking authorization to negotiate, prepare, review, approve, execute and record all documents and perform all actions required to transfer Currie Park property rights and a temporary limited easement to the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation for a Capitol Drive turning lane, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT) is proposing to construct a right turn lane for east-bound traffic on Capitol Drive at the intersection with Highway 100 in order to improve Capitol Drive traffic flow; and

WHEREAS, the proposed new traffic lane will require 0.461 acres of land that is currently part of Currie Park; and

WHEREAS, WisDOT will require temporary access to 0.079 acres of additional Currie Park land as a part of the construction of the right turn lane; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) will request that all vegetation be replaced once the lane work has been completed and that the access drive to the parking lot serving the Currie Park Dog Exercise Area be brought up to current WisDOT standards; and

WHEREAS, WisDOT has initiated negotiations for the acquisition of the property and property interests needed for the project; and

WHEREAS, total proposed WisDOT remuneration to Milwaukee County for 0.461 acres of Fee Simple land acquisition, 0.079 acres of Temporary Limited Easement, and park sign removal and relocation is $178,202; and
WHEREAS, the Interim DPRC Director respectfully recommends that DPRC, the Department of Administrative Services, Corporation Counsel and Risk Management staff be authorized to negotiate, prepare, review, approve, execute and record all documents and perform all actions required to transfer Currie Park property rights and a temporary limited easement to WisDOT for the offer value of $178,202; and

WHEREAS, it is further recommended that the County Executive and County Clerk be authorized to execute all easements and required documents related to the WisDOT Capitol Drive turning lane proposal; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture, the Department of Administrative Services, Corporation Counsel and Risk Management staff are hereby authorized to negotiate, prepare, review, approve, execute and record all documents and perform all actions required to transfer Currie Park property rights and a temporary limited easement to the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Executive and County Clerk are hereby authorized to execute all easements and required documents related to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation Capitol Drive turning lane proposal.
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
