SUBJECT:    Updates to Milwaukee County Ordinances to incorporate Target Enterprises 


REQUEST
[bookmark: _GoBack]Amend chapters 42, 32, and 56 to expand the scope of Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE) to include Target Enterprises.

BACKGROUND

Attached are changes to Chapter 42 that creates the definition of Milwaukee County Targeted Enterprises (MCTE) that expands the definition to include Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBE); Minority-Owned Enterprises (MBE); Woman-Owned Business Enterprises (WBE); Airport Concession Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (ACDBE) and Small Business Enterprise (SBE).  The proposed changes will only apply to contracts that do not receive federal funds.  Federally funded contracts will continue to use the federal DBE and ACDBE definition.  Minor changes have also been made to chapters 32 and 56 to be consistent with the changes to Chapter 42 proposed above.  

Changing chapters 42, 32, and 56 to include MBE and WBE firms for consideration on bid solicitations is expected to increase participation.  Additionally, changing the current definition of a “small business enterprise” to the federal definition of “small business enterprise” will allow the Procurement Department to establish “set-asides” for small businesses.  Set-asides must be race and gender neutral.  By including MBE, WBE and SBE will is expected to reduce the number of waivers reported each month, and increase the numbers of Targeted Enterprises as prime contractors. A change to chapters 42, 32, and 56 requires Board approval.


RECOMMENDATION
The Community Business Development Partners respectfully requests that the aforementioned changes in Ordinance be made.
