This agreement made and entered into between the Wisconsin Department of Transportation (DEPARTMENT) and the Milwaukee County Office of the Sheriff (COUNTY), to provide for services as described herein. The Wisconsin Department of Transportation and Milwaukee County Office of the Sheriff are partnering during the I-43 URT Milwaukee Project (PROJECT) to provide assistance for full freeway roadway closures, rolling closures, dedicated law enforcement representation, law enforcement representation at project and scheduling meetings, for safety of the traveling public as requested by the department, quick clearance of incidents, and to ensure that emergency response capabilities are not adversely affected by roadway reconstruction.

The DEPARTMENT advises implementation of a comprehensive and cost-effective transportation management plan that will help ensure the safety, accessibility and mobility for the traveling public in the PROJECT area. The PROJECT is comprised of the I-43 URT project, the Milwaukee County portion of the I-43 North-South Freeway project, and the I-43/94 North-South project between the Marquette Interchange and Mitchell Interchange.  The PROJECT area is defined as interstate IH 43 from the Milwaukee/Ozaukee County Line on the north and the Mitchell Interchange on the south.

To provide assistance to the PROJECT, the DEPARTMENT will provide $346,454.94 to the COUNTY as specified in Attachment A: Milwaukee County Office of the Sheriff - Cost Estimate. In turn, the COUNTY will provide planning, coordination and staffing services (as outlined below) to stay informed of PROJECT roadway closures and construction progress for approximately a 1-year period commencing as early as March 1, 2022 and ending on December 31, 2022.  Additional contracts will be executed at the end of year 2022 for 2023 services. 

The COUNTY shall provide a sheriff deputy patrol, properly trained in work zone safety and mobility, dedicated to the I-43 URT and I-43 North-South Freeway project areas for first and second shifts seven days a week. 

Temporary road closures, traffic slow-downs, or rolling traffic stops will also take place to allow
for construction activities that may include bridge, ramp, and sign construction. Traffic on
affected highways will be detoured, slowed, or stopped as the situation dictates. The Milwaukee County Office of the Sherriff will be expected to employ aggressive traffic patrol techniques while
working in and around the work zone area. Some of the required tasks may include:
· Attendance at project status or traffic meetings
· Incident management within influence area of the project
· Targeted speed enforcement
· Commercial Motor Vehicle size, weight and aggressive driving
· Alternate/detour route monitoring
· Liaison between the Traffic Management Center (TMC) and/or dedicated Freeway Service Teams
· Liaison to project/contractor personnel
· Holiday and Peak Hour Traffic Enforcement
· Special Event Traffic Management
· Aggressive Traffic Enforcement including OWI, Seatbelt, Following to Close and Speeding
· Emergency Roadway repairs inside work zone
· Aggressive Driving Enforcement Details
· Being on-call to the DEPARTMENT’s Project Manager and the DEPARTMENT’s contractors to perform overnight closure assistance for the I-43 URT project and I-43 North-South project.

The COUNTY shall provide patrol staff billed at the Deputy Sheriff straight time with an overhead included hourly rate of $56.49 per hour. The project wage and benefit rate include retirement, FICA and communication costs.

The COUNTY shall also provide on-call closure assistance for freeways, lanes, shoulders, and ramps to be performed.  The COUNTY shall provide closure assistance using staff to be billed at the Deputy Sheriff overtime hourly rate of $61.55 per hour. 

The COUNTY shall equip each mitigation squad per shift with a mobile telephone with email capabilities. The mobile telephone is to be maintained by the COUNTY.

The COUNTY shall submit monthly activity logs of the Zoo Int North Leg project area (I-43 from Milwaukee/Ozaukee Co Line to the Mitchell Int) that include response information, response location information, reason for response, and the service(s) provided.  The COUNTY and DEPARTMENT will work together to determine the level of detail of the information that needs to be included in the activity log.

Basis of Payment
The COUNTY shall charge actual costs incurred and attributable to the work performed and described above under this agreement to the DEPARTMENT. The DEPARTMENT will provide to the COUNTY reimbursable funding for these functions in the total amount of $346,454.94. Billings shall be directed by the COUNTY to the attention of Steven Kuhl, Wisconsin Department of Transportation, Southeast Region, 141 NW Barstow Street, P.O. Box 798, Waukesha, WI 53187-0798 and will include a statement of expenses supported by a description of items and services provided and expended. The DEPARTMENT shall pay the billings promptly upon receipt thereof.
