A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, in November 2013, the Wisconsin State Energy Office (SEO) issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) with $100,000 in grant funding for planning and implementing clean energy investments in Wisconsin communities; and 


WHEREAS, clean energy can be defined as energy saved or created from wind, biomass, biogas, hydroelectric, energy efficient products, solar electric and solar thermal (i.e., hot water); and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County’s 2007 Green Print resolution requires Department heads to seek grants that focus on energy efficiency and renewable energy; and


WHEREAS, match funding would be provided only through in-kind staff time and supplies; and


WHEREAS, the funded project would not have long-term maintenance obligations; now therefore
