POLICY 
Approval of Parks Amenities Matching Fund request from River Revitalization Foundation in the amount of $50,000 to repair of a section of the bluff above the Milwaukee River that was damaged in 2010 rain storms.

BACKGROUND
In January 2016, River Revitalization Foundation had commissioned a report to analyze the current conditions of the bluff west of the Milwaukee River and propose solutions to the damages from the 2010 rain storms that caused massive erosion and carved out large eroded slumps along the bluff (Attachment #3). River Revitalization Foundation are stabilizing the slope through a multi-phased process to provide long term riparian and instream habitat, create the capacity for human use, and enhance ecosystem services. 

River Revitalization Foundation is requesting $50,000 from the Parks Amenities Matching Fund program to fund the remaining cost of the project (Attachment #4). The estimated total project cost is $218,100. The current available balance of the PAMF fund is $317,560.40. Contingent on the approval of this project, the remaining balance in the PAMF program will be $267,560.40. If the PAMF request for Sheridan Park Friends is also approved, the final remaining PAMF program balance will be $262,560.40.

RECOMMENDATION
Approve Parks Amenities Matching Fund award in the amount of $50,000 to River Revitalization Foundation to support the restoration of the bluff near the Milwaukee River.
