(ITEM         )  From Corporation Counsel, recommending payment in the amount of $20,000 to Colleen and Timothy Miller in settlement of their personal injury claims in Case No. 11-CV-14104, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, on September 1, 2008, Colleen Miller, a resident of Glendale, Arizona, slipped and fell on the floor near her gate on the C Concourse when she was a patron at General Mitchell International Airport; and

WHEREAS, as a result of said fall, Miller filed a lawsuit in the Circuit Court of Milwaukee County, Case No. 11-CV-14104, against General Mitchell International Airport and Milwaukee County seeking damages for injuries allegedly sustained in the fall of September 1, 2008; and

WHEREAS, Colleen Miller incurred medical expenses attributable to the incident in the amount of $14,460; and


WHEREAS, the parties engaged in court-ordered mediation; and


WHEREAS, the tentative settlement agreement provides for a release of all claims against General Mitchell International Airport and Milwaukee County in return for a payment by General Mitchell International Airport revenue in the amount of $20,000 to the “Trust Account of Miller & Ogorchock”; and


WHEREAS, the Office of Corporation Counsel recommends this settlement; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors approves the payment by General Mitchell International Airport revenue of $20,000 to the “Trust Account of Miller & Ogorchock” in exchange for dismissal of Colleen and Timothy Miller’s suit and a full and complete release of all claims against General Mitchell International Airport and Milwaukee County.
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
