I request that this matter be referred to the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services to be placed on the agenda for its next meeting to approve the payment of $4423.24 to State Farm Mutual Automobile Insurance Co.to settle in full their claim against Milwaukee County.

This incident occurred on September 29, 2012 around 2:50 pm on N. 10th St. in Milwaukee, WI.   

A Milwaukee County Deputy Sheriff was in the process of completing a u-turn  when she was struck by the claimant’s vehicle.  The deputy was not in emergency mode and stated she never saw the claimant’s vehicle.   

The insured driver, Bruce Groff, stated that as he had made a right turn off of Highland and was headed southbound on N. 10th St.  He was on N. 10th Street for a short period of time when the squad made a sudden u-turn in front of him.  He slammed on the brakes, but was unable to avoid hitting the squad on the front passenger fender and door.  There is no bodily injury claim at this time.   

The claimant vehicle is 2006 Ford Escape.  State Farm Insurance has settled the property damage with their insured Bruce Groff.  State Farm has now hired Mueller, Goss & Possi, S.C. to recover their damages.  

The damages to the 2006 Ford Escape are in the amount of $4580.37.  A rental vehicle was also necessary for 12 days at a rate of $34.83 per day including the taxes.  Total rental charges are $417.92.  However State Farm is looking only for payment of $334.34 on this bill.  

The adjustor for the County insurer recommends a total payment of $4423.24 to State Farm Mutual Automobile Insurance Co. to settle their property damage claim.  Corporation Counsel has reviewed this matter and supports the recommendation to settle all claims arising out of the property damage to this vehicle.
