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(ITEM      ) From the Director, Department of Transportation, and the Airport Director requesting that Milwaukee County negotiate and enter into a new agreement with Smarte Carte, Inc. for the installation, operation and maintenance of a luggage cart concession at General Mitchell International Airport (GMIA) by recommending adoption of the following:
RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, on November 2, 2006 Milwaukee County entered into Airport Agreement No. CN-1578 with Flight Services and Systems (FSS) for the right to install, operate, and maintain the luggage cart service concession at GMIA; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement was for a term of five (5) years, commencing December 1, 2006 with one five (5) year renewal term that commenced on December 1, 2011 and ends on November 30, 2016; and


WHEREAS, on March 26, 2015 (File No. 15-    ) the County Board authorized the Airport Director to terminate Airport Agreement No. CN-1578 for agreement violations; and


WHEREAS, Smarte Carte, Inc., is the sole alternative luggage cart provider to FSS in the United States; and


 WHEREAS, the Transportation, Public Works and Transit Committee, at its meeting on March 11, 2015, recommended  that Milwaukee County Board adopt a resolution authorizing the Airport Director to negotiate a new agreement with Smarte Carte, Inc., for the installation, operation, and maintenance of a luggage cart concession at GMIA, now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County enter into a negotiated agreement with Smarte Carte, Inc., as the sole alternative airport luggage cart provider to Flight Services & Systems, under standard terms and conditions for similar Airport concession agreements, inclusive of the following:

1. The agreement shall be for an initial term of five (5) years with an option to extend for one additional five-year period upon mutual agreement of the parties.

2. The Airport Concession Disadvantaged Business participation goal shall be zero, as stated in the 2015-2017 Airport Concession Disadvantaged Business Plan that was submitted to the FAA.
3. Smarte Carte, Inc., shall provide evidence of insurance as approved by the County Risk Manager.
