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ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS AT OR NEAR LINE 50: 

WHEREAS, in addition to exploring an alternative secure juvenile detention facility, Milwaukee County should explore develop alternative options, as requested by the Chief Judge, for courts to consider, including expanding the Milwaukee County Accountability Program (MCAP), which allows juveniles to stay in Milwaukee County and includes a secure detention component, as well as an option that takes advantage of the 2013 state statute change, which allows Counties to keep youth in local secure detention up to 365 days; and

WHEREAS, the 2016 Recommended Budget included an initiative developed by DHHS that moved MCAP out of the Juvenile Detention Center and abolished 4.5 Juvenile Correction Officers; and

WHEREAS, after adoption of the 2016 Budget it was determined that MCAP would need to remain at the Juvenile Detention Center, making it necessary to restore the four Juvenile Correction Officers that were abolished in the budget and to add another four, for a total of eight Juvenile Correction Officers, to provide the correct level of staffing for the expansion of MCAP to 22 beds; and


WHEREAS, the Chief Judge and the Judiciary at Children’s Court are requesting that MCAP further expand to 68 beds to increase the options the judiciary has when adjudicating youth; and


WHEREAS, the Chief Judge is requesting that DCSD immediately send human service workers and Wraparaound trained professionals with clinical oversight to provide assessments of each youth confined at Lincoln Hills and Copper Lake; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to create four Human Service Worker positions in order to allow current Human Service Workers to immediately provide oversight of DOC services, advocacy for the Milwaukee County youth confined in Lincoln Hills and Copper Lake, and to create comprehensive transition plans prior to and after youth are released; and
Add the following BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clause at or near line 73:
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that DHHS – Delinquency and Court Services Division (DCSD) is authorized to create a program, approved by the Board, pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute §938.34(3)(f), which presents the courts with a full 365 day secure detention option, for the County as an alternative to youths being sent to Lincoln Hills or Copper Lake, whether it is an extension of the Milwaukee County Accountability Program or an entirely new program; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that DCSD is authorized to create a plan for Board approval that will expand the Milwaukee County Accountability Program (MCAP) from 22 beds to 68 beds as requested by Milwaukee County’s Chief Judge, including adding a female specific MCAP program; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the plans DHHS and DCSD develops to address the emergency at Lincoln Hills and Copper Lake shall be presented for approval to the Board in the March 2016 cycle; and
Add and/or Delete as follows at or near line 87:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board urges the Wisconsin Department of Corrections to create a secure and non-secure Residential Care Centers for Children and Youth residential care center in Milwaukee County as an alternative to Lincoln Hills and Copper Lake; and
Add the following BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clauses at or near line 100:


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Superintendent of the House of Corrections is authorized to study the feasibility and cost associated with using the HOC as a dispositional placement for serious juvenile offenders; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the creation of the twelve positions for Org. Unit 8000 – Department of Health and Human Services, effective upon passage:
