Request the provision of Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances Section 56.30(9) is waived and the Comptroller is authorized to pay for any services rendered by Midland Video Productions, Inc., prior to the contract being signed and executed
I respectfully request that the attached resolution be scheduled for consideration by the Committee on Finance and Audit at its meeting on September 15, 2016.
The attached resolution requests the provision to Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances Section 56.30(9) is waived and the Comptroller is authorized to pay for any services rendered by Midland Video Productions, Inc., prior to the contract being signed and executed.
The Older Americans Act of 1965 (P.L. 89-73) was enacted by the 89th United States Congress and signed into law by President Lyndon B. Johnson on July 14, 1965.  The Older Americans Act (OAA) is the largest single funding source for community-based aging programs offered through Milwaukee County Department on Aging (MCDA).  It funds, in whole or in part, such essential services as home delivered meals, congregate meals, family caregiver support, transportation, and minority senior centers among others.

In December 2015, Milwaukee County celebrated the 50th Anniversary of OAA and the 25th Anniversary of creation of Milwaukee County Department on Aging.  As part of that celebration, a video showing the programs and services offered by MCDA was produced by Midland Video Productions, Inc.  The video was produced at the behest of MCDA, but prior to executing and signing a professional service contract.  Milwaukee County is executing a contract with Midland, but needs a waiver of Section 56.30(9) for the Comptroller to pay for any services rendered prior to the contract being signed and executed.  The Department urges the wavier be granted so Midland can be compensated for services rendered.
