Subject:	Lease Agreement with Growing Power as part of the SEED Initiative – INFORMATIONAL


ISSUE
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) presenting a verbal informational report relative to an Agricultural Lease Agreement with Growing Power for the use of ten (10) acres of Milwaukee County Parks land for orchards as part of the SEED Initiative. 

BACKGROUND
The Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors by virtue of adopting Resolution 15-251, requested Milwaukee County prepare a long term lease agreement with Growing Power for $1.00 annually for fruit tree orchards as part of the SEED Initiative. The DPRC has identified, and Growing Power has accepted, ten (10) acres including 8.6 acres along the Oak Creek Parkway in Oak Creek and 1.4 acres in McGovern Park in the City of Milwaukee.

The term of the lease is ten-(10) years from November 15, 2015 through December 31, 2025.  The DPRC will review the condition of the orchards annually to ensure the quality and viability of the trees.  Milwaukee County reserves the right to terminate the lease if the orchards are not maintained as specified in the lease.
