Subject:	Authorization to enter into a Vendor Permit with Cupol Enterprises LLC for a concessions operation at Humboldt Park – ACTION

POLICY
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is seeking authorization to enter into a Vendor Permit with Cupol Enterprises LLC (Vendor) for a concessions operation at Humboldt Park.

BACKGROUND
In 2013, the DRPC issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for food and beverage.  The Vendor responded to the RFP and as a result of their proposal for Humboldt Park, the DRPC entered into a one year agreement in 2014.  Due to the success of the partnership, the DPRC requests authorization to enter into a five year agreement expiring December 31, 2019 with two (2) optional two (2)-year renewal terms.

The concession will be a fair weather operation, May 1 – October 30, with scheduled daily hours between 12:00 p.m. – 10:00 p.m.  The Vendor is authorized in this agreement to plan, manage, coordinate and conduct programming for horseshoe and bags leagues and tournaments within the premises.

The Vendor has agreed to compensate the DPRC 20% of gross receipts on all sales of food and beverages and 10% of gross receipts of all league and tournament fees.  The vendor will pay the DPRC $700.00 per month in utility reimbursement. The Vendor has committed to $7,000 in improvements to the premises in the initial year and $2,000 in contribution value during each year of the following years of the agreement to renovate and improve the premises.  The Vendor has agreed to maintain a maintenance fund of five percent (5%) of gross sales from the concession for the purposes of maintaining and enhancing Humboldt Park or any area having a direct positive impact on the operation of the premises.

RECOMMENDATION
The Parks Director recommends that DPRC be authorized to execute a Vendor Permit with Cupol Enterprises LLC for a term of five (5) years with two (2) optional two (2)-year renewal terms for a concessions operation at Humboldt Park.
