(ITEM     ) A Resolution by the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services to authorize litigation against responsible parties related to damages suffered by Milwaukee County related to the construction and repair of the O’Donnell Park parking structure, by recommending adoption of the following.  
A RESOLUTION 

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County contracted with various parties for the construction of the O’Donnell Park parking structure; and

WHEREAS, on June 24, 2010, a façade panel of the structure fell to the ground and caused the death of Jared Kellner, and injuries to Dawn Kellner and Amy, Steven and Eric Wosinski, and

WHEREAS, lawsuits have been filed in Milwaukee County Circuit Court by various parties against entities involved in the construction of the parking structure and its panels; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County has recently been added as a defendant in one of those lawsuits; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County incurred substantial costs for the evaluation and repair of the parking structure and substantial lost revenue related to the inability to use the structure for an extended period of time; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes and directs the Office of Corporation Counsel, in coordination with the Wisconsin County Mutual Insurance Corporation and counsel retained by the Mutual to defend Milwaukee County, to take all steps necessary to prosecute against any potentially responsible parties all appropriate claims and causes of action, and to seek recovery of all damages and losses incurred by Milwaukee County, related to the O’Donnell Park parking structure.
