A. Approval of this resolution will provide a total of $2,171,566 American Rescue Plan Act funding for a new capital project XXXXXX - Climate Action Plan and Lighting Upgrades.
B. The Milwaukee County ARPA Task Force recommended an allocation of $2,171,566 in ARPA funding for the Climate Action Plan and Lighting Upgrades project at its March 10, 2022 meeting.
C. Costs will be incurred over the ARPA grant award term (2022-2026). The resolution authorizes the execution of an appropriation transfer of $2,171,566 to support the Climate Action Plan and Lighting Upgrades project. The Department of Administrative Services, Facilities Management Division anticipates that funding will be disbursed from the County’s allocation of ARPA funds to fully offset costs with no additional impact to the tax levy.
