From the Director of Benefits and Human Resources Metrics, Department of Human Resources, requesting retroactive authorization to execute a 2017 Benefits Actuarial Services Agreement in the amount of $100,000 with Buck Consultants LLC, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances Section 56.30(5)(a)(3) requires County Board authorization to retain contractual services in an amount of $100,000 or greater without a Request for Proposals; and

[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, the Benefits and Human Resources Metrics Division, Department of Human Resources, periodically receives inquiries from the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors and County Executive which require actuarial research and analysis; and

WHEREAS, the Retirement Plan Services Division (RPS) issued a Request for Proposals in 2014 for pension actuarial services and Buck Consultants was retained; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County has had difficulty attracting actuaries willing to work with the County, so it was not possible to have Disadvantaged Business Enterprise participation; and

WHEREAS, the actuary retained by RPS has access to Milwaukee County’s pension data and can most efficiently serve the Benefits and Human Resources Metrics Division; and

WHEREAS, the Benefits and Human Resources Metrics Division wishes to execute a 2017 Benefits Actuarial Services Agreement in the amount of $100,000 with Buck Consultants LLC; and

WHEREAS, funding is available in the 2017 Adopted Budget; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, the Benefits and Human Resources Metrics Division, Department of Human Resources, is retroactively authorized to execute a 2017Benefits Actuarial Services Agreement in the amount of $100,000 with Buck Consultants LLC; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, if the parties mutually desire to extend the Agreement, the Benefits and Human Resources Metrics Division and other signatories are authorized to renew the Agreement in writing for two additional one-year terms and the not-to-exceed amount may be amended to not exceed $300,000 during the entire three years; and

BE IT RESOLVED, the provision of Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances Section 56.30(9) is waived and the Comptroller is authorized to pay for any services rendered prior to the Agreement being signed and executed.
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
