REQUEST
The Director of Architecture, Engineering & Environmental Services is requesting a passive review to enter into a professional services agreement with The Sigma Group to provide professional services for Capital Project WO562-22510 War Memorial Center Saarinen Stairway

PROJECT OVERVIEW
The capital project was previously approved and funded at $350,023 budget for investigation and design and repairs. During the investigation, destructive testing has been conducted to find the source of the leaking and water flow. After the investigation Sigma determined that the flooding in the area under the stairway is due to the expansion joints and caulking are defective and need to be replaced. 

The project is being funded as part of the Milwaukee County Capital Improvement Plan (CIP).   

The capital budget includes funding for design only, but extra funding has been added to address the critical source of the flooding.  A passive review of the proposed The Sigma Group consultant agreement’s fee revision is requested.							

POLICY
Implementation of Wisconsin Statutes 59.21(31) with regard to purchase of professional service agreements (under the Milwaukee General Ordinance Chapter 56) for Capital projects requires County Board review to award the initial agreement, or fee extension(s) to the original agreement, when the total contractual fee exceeds $100,000 but is less than $300,000.
