	WHEREAS, the Director, Department on Aging (MCDA), is requesting authorization to enter into a non-professional service contract with Aramark Correctional Services, LLC to provide food services beginning January 1, 2018; and

	WHEREAS, the Director, Department on Aging (MCDA), is requesting authorization to enter into a non-professional service contract with D & S Food Services, Inc. to provide food services beginning January 1, 2018; and

	WHEREAS, MCDA, in cooperation with Department of Administrative Services – Procurement
Division, issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on June 9, 2017, with a submission date of July 14, 2017; and

	WHERES, the RFP divided the congregate meal sites and home delivered meals dispatch sites into two zones (Zone One and Zone Two), with proposers invited to submit proposals for one or both zones; and

WHEREAS, four proposers submitted proposals, and the review panel, consisting of representatives from MCDA, Goodwill Industries of Southeastern Wisconsin, Inc., SET Ministry, Inc., and Interfaith Older Adult Programs, Inc. reviewed and scored each proposal; and

	WHEREAS, the review panel interviewed the finalists on August 10, 2017, toured their kitchens, and tasted test meals requested by the panel; and

	WHEREAS, after all reviews were completed and scores tallied, Aramark Correctional Services, LLC was selected as the vendor for Zone One and D & S Food Service, Inc. was selected vendor for Zone Two; and

	WHEREAS, Aramark Correctional Services, LLC is headquartered in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania and has partnered with Milwaukee County for more than fifteen years; and 

	WHEREAS, Aramark Correctional Services, LLC has managed food services at and provided commissary services to the Milwaukee County House of Corrections, where food for this contract will be prepared, as well as the County Jail and the Behavioral Health Center; and 

WHEREAS, Aramark Correctional Services, LLC has experience in Wisconsin as a current partner with Brown County’s and LaCrosse County’s senior meals catering programs; and

	WHEREAS, it is recommended that a three-year contract, with an option of two additional one-year contracts, to manage Zone One be awarded to Aramark Correctional Services, LLC, beginning January 1, 2018; and

	WHEREAS, D & S Food Services, Inc. is headquartered in Menomonee Falls, Wisconsin and employees approximately 225 workers at that location where food for this contract will be prepared; and

	WHEREAS, D & S Food Services, Inc. is a current partner of Milwaukee County’s Senior Meals Program; and

	WHEREAS, it is recommended that a three-year contract, with an option of two additional one-year contracts, to manage Zone Two be awarded to D & S Food Services, Inc., beginning January 1, 2018; now, therefore
