ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Add two WHEREAS clauses at or near line 50 as follows:

	WHEREAS, concern was expressed during testimony at the Committee on Finance meeting on December 8, 2022 regarding the ongoing delays in issuing a new request for proposals (RFP) for Commissary and trust accounting services which could easily have been done separately from the food service RFP for people in our care; and

WHEREAS, an RFP would result in a new contract, thus allowing the provisions of File No. 21-807 to be implemented, which caps the cost of goods sold to Manufacturer’s Suggested Retail Price (MSRP) or, for items without an MSRP, 125% of a similar priced item for an identical or substantially similar product to help reduce price gouging until insourcing these services could be implemented; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Finance, at its meeting of December 8, 2022, made no recommendation regarding File No. 22-1100, due to a tie vote on a motion to recommend adoption (vote 3-3); now, therefore,

Amend the BE IT RESOLVED clauses as follows:

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorize the Superintendent, Community Reintegration Center, to enter into a new, one-year Professional Service Contract extension with Aramark Correctional Services, LLC, to provide commissary and accounting services through December 31, 2023; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the aforementioned contract extension will only be executed after review and approval by Community Business Development Partners, Department of Administrative Services (DAS), the Office of Corporation Counsel, and the Office of Risk Management, DAS;. and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Superintendent of the Community Reintegration Center, working in conjunction with the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office shall furnish to the County Board as soon as practical a plan and budget to provide Commissary services in-house after April 30, 2023; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the aforementioned contract extension will only be executed after review and approval by Community Business Development Partners, Department of Administrative Services (DAS), the Office of Corporation Counsel, and the Office of Risk Management, DAS.
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
