RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, on December 17, 2010, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors 

authorized the Director, Department on Aging, to execute contracts to provide programs

and services for the period January 1, through December 31, 2011 [File No. 11-34 (a)(a)];

and


WHEREAS, the Department contracts with IMPACT Alcohol and Other Drug

Abuse Services, Inc., to provide After Hours Telephone Coverage to Elderlink for the
Department’s Information and Assistance (I&A) program; and

WHEREAS, IMPACT has provided after hours telephone coverage since 2003,
the year the service was created, and been awarded $20,000 each year to administer the

program; and


WHEREAS, the cost to provide after hours telephone coverage has grown
significantly since 2003 due to increased labor costs and increases in other operating
expenses; and


WHEREAS, the Department awards funds to provider agencies based on the

availability of federal, state, and local funds, allowable costs, and other factors; and


WHEREAS, the Department seeks to fully reimburse vendors for the services
they provide; and


WHEREAS, the Department has identified sufficient funds in the 2011 Aging

Resource Center award from the Wisconsin Department of Health Services to pay for an

increase in the Department’s contract with IMPACT Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse

Services; and 


WHEREAS, it is anticipated that by increasing the 2011 award by $10,000,
from $20,000 to $30,000, the revised award will be in line with operating costs for the

After Hours Telephone Coverage to Elderlink contract; now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director, Department on Aging, is hereby authorized 

to increase by $10,000, from $20,000 to $30,000, the 2011 program and service contract

with IMPACT Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse Services, Inc., to provide After Hours

Telephone Coverage to Elderlink.
