ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

ADD two WHEREAS clauses as follows:

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County and MDA have diligently negotiated a long-term Lease Agreement and Development Agreement to govern the transfer of the Domes to MDA, outline considerations for the County Capital Contribution, and all other aspects of the Domes Reimagined Plan; now, therefore and

WHEREAS, on September 2, 2025, the Parks and Culture Committee reviewed both Agreements and, by consensus, recommended revisions to the Development Agreement, including:

1. a requirement that any updates to the Projected Commencement Date Periods be subject to board approval; and
 
2. the addition of a provision requiring MDA and County Parks to provide semiannual reports to the County Board of Supervisors, beginning with the June 2026 meeting cycle, in addition to the quarterly reporting already stipulated in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on September 4, 2025, the Office of Corporation Counsel provided an amended Development Agreement incorporating the two changes, which is attached hereto this file; now, therefore,

Amend the BE IT RESOLVED clause as follows:
 
BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the Amended Development Agreement and Lease Agreement between Milwaukee County Parks and MDA for the rehabilitation and improvement of the Mitchell Park Domes and transfer of obligations and responsibilities from the County to MDA; and
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorizes the Department of Parks, Recreation, and Culture, Department of Administrative Services, Office of the Comptroller, Office of Strategy, Budget and Performance, and the Office of Corporation Counsel to execute any contracts and/or documents necessary to complete the project in support of the intent of this resolution. 
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
