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(ITEM) From the Director, Department of the Office of Emergency Management, requesting authorization to enter into contract with area municipalities for Emergency Medical Services for the period of January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2018, by recommending adoption of the following:
 
A RESOLUTION

	WHEREAS, per Section 56.30 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances, the Director of the Office of Emergency Management (OEM) is seeking authorization to enter into contracts with local municipalities for the provision of Emergency Medical Services (EMS) in Milwaukee County; and

WHEREAS, per Wisconsin State Statute 59.794, OEM has received Intergovernmental Cooperation Council (ICC) approval on for the execution of contracts with local municipalities; and

WHEREAS, the EMS program is a County partnership with municipal fire and police departments, the Milwaukee County Association of Fire Chiefs (MCAFC), the Intergovernmental Cooperation Council (ICC), and the Milwaukee County contracted-for-service Medical Director and associated health system; and

WHEREAS, the relationship between the County and EMS host communities is guided by a contractual agreement, which traditionally has established the shared costs associated with the program and defined responsibilities for both the County and the municipality; and

	WHEREAS, OEM is proposing two-year contracts with one two-year renewal option for the continued provision of EMS services in County municipalities; and

	WHEREAS, Milwaukee County will continue to provide infrastructure support, including Paramedic initial and continuing education, quality assurance and improvement, health information management, medical direction, communications center for on-line medical control, and administrative oversight; and
	
	WHEREAS, the contract applies to EMS services consisting of Basic Life Support (BLS) and Advanced Emergency Medical Technician (AEMT) for the Cities of Cudahy and St. Francis, and the Village of Hales Corners; and

	WHEREAS, the contract applies to EMS services consisting of Advanced Life Support (ALS) for the Cities of Franklin, Greendale, Greenfield, Milwaukee, Oak Creek, South Milwaukee, Wauwatosa, West Allis, the Village of Greendale and the City and Villages within the North Shore Fire Rescue jurisdiction; and

	WHEREAS, similar to the previous contracts, these contracts specify that any supplemental funds approved in the adopted Milwaukee County budget will be distributed per a formula approved by the ICC to municipalities providing ALS services; now, therefore,

	BE IT RESOLVED, that the County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the Director of OEM, or her designee, to execute a contract for the period from January 1, 2017 to December 31, 2018 with a one two-year renewal option, with BLS, AEMT and ALS municipalities for the provision of Emergency Medical Services as stated below:
