ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Amend the WHEREAS clause beginning at or near line 19 as follows: 

WHEREAS, across the country, there have been instances of dangerous zoo habitat breaches, and to help prevent such incidents, the Zoo is requesting amendments to Section 47.06(1) of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances (the Code), to explicitly “restrict entering any zoo animal habitat” and amend Section 63.09 - Enforcement Procedures, the Code, to increase the fine to $2,500 $5,000, which will provide a stronger deterrent and help ensure the safety and wellbeing of guests and animals alike; and


Amend the Ordinance beginning at or near line 35 as follows:

AN ORDINANCE

The County Board of Supervisors of the County of Milwaukee does ordain as follows:

Section 1.  Section 47.06(1) of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances (the Code) is hereby amended as follows:

47.06 - Animals in parks.

1. Disturbance of animals on exhibition. No person shall injure, molest, harass or disturb any animal exhibited in the zoological garden or in any other area of the park or parkway, nor enter any zoo animal habitat, nor feed or attempt to feed the same where posted rules prohibit such conduct.


Section 2.  Section 63.09(2)(d) of the Code is hereby amended as follows:

63.09 – Enforcement procedure.

	(2) Citations.
(d) Ordinances identified; schedule of cash deposits and maximum penalties.
