WHEREAS, per Wisconsin Statute 59.52(31) approval of the County Board is required to enter into a contract that exceeds $300,000; and, 

WHEREAS, the Federal Section 5307 Program (49 U.S.C. § 5307) is a formula grant program for urbanized areas providing capital, operating, and planning assistance for mass transportation; and, 

WHEREAS, federal funds are apportioned to urbanized areas utilizing a formula based on population, population density, and other factors associated with transit service and ridership; and,

WHEREAS, Section 5307 urbanized area formula funds are available for transit improvements for urbanized areas with a population over 1 million and these funds are distributed directly to the designated recipient; and,
WHEREAS, Milwaukee County meets the eligibility requirements of the Section 5307 Program as a designated recipient, and upon execution of a contract, $23,038,776 is available for MCTS capital and operating projects in 2015; now, therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED, the Director of the Milwaukee County Department of Transportation is authorized to enter into a 2015 contract with the Federal Transit Administration for the 2015 Section 5307 Federal Urbanized Area Formula Grant Program and to accept $23,038,776 in federal grant revenue.
