Add a WHEREAS clause at or near line 59 as follows:

	WHEREAS, the Department of Parks, Recreation, and Culture and the County Executive’s Office of Government Affairs have been working to secure earmarks in the upcoming 2022 Federal budget for several projects in Milwaukee County, including the Lake Park Ravine Road Bridge; and

	WHEREAS, contracting with the lobbying firm, Broydrick and Associates, at a cost of $3,000 per month for a total of five months, with expertise in working with the Federal government will greatly improve Milwaukee County’s chances of receiving specified funding, which could help recover local funds spent on the Lake Park Ravine Road Bridge; and

Amend the BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clause at or near line 70 and add a BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clause at or near line 75 as follows:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the Department of Administrative Services to execute an appropriation transfer of $1,000,000 from Org. Unit 1940-1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to capital project WP484 – Lake Park Ravine Bridge for the purposes of financing the rehabilitation of the Lake Park Ravine Road Bridge.; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Administrative Services is hereby authorized to execute an appropriation transfer of $15,000 from Org. Unit 1940-1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to Org. Unit 1020 – Office of Government Affairs for the purposes of hiring Broydrick and Associates to petition the Federal government for earmarks in the 2022 Federal budget for Milwaukee County projects, including the Lake Park Ravine Road Bridge.
