A resolution by the City-County Advisory Board on Climate and Economic Equity relating to an informational report update regarding to support for the Department of City Development’s issuance of an Exclusive Right to Negotiate for redevelopment of City-owned property and the City’s consideration of an additional municipal solar subscription.


A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the City-County Advisory Board on Climate and Economic Equity (CCABCE) is charged with advising the City of Milwaukee on policies, programs, and initiatives that advance climate action, environmental sustainability, and equitable economic outcomes; and

WHEREAS, at the July 6, 2026 meeting of the City-County Advisory Board on Climate and Economic Equity, File No. HRA26-520 relating to the redevelopment of underutilized City-owned properties represents a critical opportunity to advance clean energy infrastructure, support local economic development, and align municipal assets with climate goals was discussed; and

WHEREAS, the property located at 6601 West Briggs Avenue, in the 9th Aldermanic District, has been identified as a potential site for development that could support the City and County’s renewable energy commitments and broader climate and equity goals; and

WHEREAS, the City of Milwaukee continues to evaluate opportunities to expand clean energy generation and procurement in order to meet climate mitigation targets and reduce long-term operating costs; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the City-County Advisory Board on Climate and Economic Equity supports the Department of City Development issuing an Exclusive Right to Negotiate to Integritas Realty LLC or WEC Energy Group for the City of Milwaukee–owned property located at 6601 West Briggs Avenue, Milwaukee, Wisconsin, in the 9th Aldermanic District, subject to Common Council approval; and,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the City-County Advisory Board on Climate and Economic Equity further encourages the City of Milwaukee to consider subscribing to an additional solar site within the surrounding seven-county area for the purpose of powering municipal operations; and,

BE IT RESOLVED, that this resolution shall be transmitted to the Director of Environmental Sustainability, Environmental Collaboration Office, City of Milwaukee, for appropriate dissemination and follow-up action.
