This resolution will establish a uniform process for the distribution of proceeds from the sale of tax foreclosed properties, pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 75.36(3).

Currently, the Milwaukee County Ordinances do not explicitly name a department to direct the distribution of proceeds from the sale of tax foreclosed properties. Also, an order for the distribution of proceeds is not specified.


Wisconsin State Statute 75.36(3) provides that the County Treasurer has the responsibility to direct the distribution process, determine the net proceeds and distribute proceeds from the sale of foreclosed properties. This resolution amends section 6.03(4)(c) of the Milwaukee County Ordinances to conform to the Wisconsin Statutes.


Specifically, the Resolution provides that:

1) The County Treasurer shall direct the distribution of proceeds from the sale of tax foreclosed properties.

2) The Treasurer shall determine the net proceeds of the sale by subtracting the costs of the Treasurer’s Office, Corporation Counsel and the Economic Development Division from the sale price of the property.
3) The Treasurer’s Office will then be paid for the unpaid property taxes, special assessments, special charges, and special taxes levied against the property sold that were previously paid to the taxing jurisdiction by the Treasurer.


This Resolution was drafted following several meetings between representatives from the Treasurer’s Office, Corporation Counsel, and the Economic Development Division.
