ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Add WHEREAS clauses at or near line 33 as follows:

	WHEREAS, Milwaukee County adopted File No. 18-690 on October 19, 2018 exploring the possibility of growing and producing industrial hemp at the Mitchell Park Greenhouses and the potential for Milwaukee County to be a Grow Education Resource Center; and

	WHEREAS, the resulting report from File No. 19-344 determined that it would not be feasible at this time for the Mitchell Park Greenhouses to be used for hemp growth or production due to space constrictions and technical requirements that the building does not currently meet; and

	WHEREAS, the growth and production of industrial hemp on the 881 acres of agricultural land that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture maintains could keep these lands in production to deter invasive species from taking over the land, reduce soil loss, achieve water quality goals and protect the natural resource base; and

	WHEREAS, Milwaukee County should evaluate its current policies for the use of its 881 acres of agricultural land; and

Add BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clauses at or near line 69 as follows:

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture shall review its policies for agricultural leases and provide a report to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors six months before issuing the next solicitation or entering into new agreements or extensions subsequent to action in this file, 19-341, about the best use for these agricultural lands; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the report shall include whether or not hemp growth and production would be feasible for these lands and should also identify any other Milwaukee County land that may be able to accommodate these agricultural purposes and hemp production.
