WHEREAS, the United States Department of the Justice (Justice Department) through the Office of Justice Programs (OJP) has distributed grant funds (Funds) to the City of Milwaukee Health Department (City); and


WHEREAS, the City is administering such Funds through a variety of programs and initiatives, specifically a sub-award to the Milwaukee County Medical Examiner’s Office (MCMEO); and


WHEREAS, the Funds will be used to support the Milwaukee County Medical Examiner’s Forensic Toxicology Laboratory to provide testing for trace level drug analysis under the BJA FY 22 Comprehensive Opioid, Stimulant, and Substance Abuse Site-Based Program; and


WHEREAS, the 2025 Medical Examiner’s adopted budget includes monies to implement this analysis; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, the Medical Examiner’s Office is authorized to enter into an Agreement with the City for the period of October 1, 2022, to September 30, 2025 for $726,200, a copy of which Agreement has been attached to and made a part of this file, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the aforementioned contract shall only be executed after review and approval by Corporation Counsel, Risk Manager, and Comptroller.
