A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, additional Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds were allocated across the county to rapidly respond to COVID-19 in the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act ; and 

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County received an allocation of $966,350; and 
WHEREAS, CDBG COVID funding allows for more flexibility in the use of funds to encourage immediate use; and 

WHEREAS, 20 percent of the total funds can be used for administration; and 

WHEREAS, funding can be used to recoup costs for COVID related costs already incurred; and 

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County has partnered with the City of Milwaukee Health Department to previously open a COVID isolation facility for those with housing instability; and 

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Division on Aging has delivered over 500 meals to seniors who can no longer dine at congregate meal sites; and 

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County has historically used CDBG funds to assist with the development of small businesses; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorize the Director, DHHS, or her designee, to allocate the total anticipated 2020 Community Development Block Grant COVID funds to the following projects:
