A transfer in the amount of $64,032 is being requested by the Department Administrator of the Election Commission to increase the appropriations relating to the 2011 primary and general phases of the recall election held in the 8th State Senate district.

In accordance with Wisconsin Statute Sec. 5.68(2) and 7.03(1)(bm), and as confirmed by the State Accountability Board, Milwaukee County is responsible for providing ballots, programming machines and advertising related to the primary and general phases of the recall election held July 12 and August 9 in the 8th State Senate district. Municipalities are responsible for all other election costs, such as polling places, poll workers, and administrative costs, and will pay for those costs directly and not through the County. 

During the recall election, the County Election Commission programmed 32 election machines for the primary and 40 for the general election (not including the City of Milwaukee’s machines, which the city programs). A total of 99,500 ballots were ordered, including 48,325 for the primary an 51,175 for the general election. During the primary phase 22 polling places were open while 26 were open for the general election.

There is no tax levy impact from this transfer.
