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THIS EASEMENT AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made by and between Milwaukee County, ("Grantor") and Seidel Tanning Corporation, ("Grantee”).
RECITALS
WHEREAS, the Grantor owns property known as the Beerline Trail (“Property”) as set forth in Exhibit A, adjacent to the Grantee’s properties located at 1306 East Meinecke Street (“1306 Building”) and 1311 East Wright Street (“1311 Building”), Milwaukee, Wisconsin; and
WHEREAS, Grantor and Grantee have entered into a “License Agreement” effective ______________________________ 2015 which grants License to Grantee to install a wastewater Conveyance Line on the Property to connect the 1311 Building and the 1306 Building to be served by one industrial wastewater treatment system (“Project”).
NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the Grantor does hereby grant unto the Grantee, its successors, assigns, agents, contractors, subcontractors, and employees a temporary construction and access easement in, upon, over, under and across the Property as set forth herein.
It is understood by the Grantor and the Grantee that this Agreement is subject to the following conditions:
1.	The Grantor does hereby grant unto the Grantee, its successors, assigns, agents, contractors, subcontractors, and employees a temporary construction and access easement in, upon, over, under and across the Property for a work area (“Work Area”) for the purpose of the Project including without limitation, storing and mobilizing equipment and materials, providing access to workers and equipment for the purpose of removing debris, grading, erosion control practices related to construction activities, installing and managing vegetation, excavation, backfill, and boring, for the installation of the wastewater Conveyance Line as set forth in Exhibit b, attached hereto and incorporated herein, for the benefit of the Grantee and the Grantor.
2.	The rights herein granted shall run from _______________, 2015 through _______________, 2016 or upon completion of the Project, whichever is sooner.  This Agreement may be reinstated for future construction by written agreement of Grantor and Grantee for such periods as may be set forth in such writing.
3.	The Grantor and Grantee shall cooperate with one another  in good faith to apply for any local, state and federal permits, reviews, and approvals.
4.	Grantor and Grantee shall jointly inspect the site and mutually agree upon:  fill or debris to be removed and disposed of off-site; the location of vegetation to be removed in order to access and construct the Project; areas proposed for grading, cutting and filling; the general condition of the grounds and vegetation; equipment access, storage, and construction materials storage, and site restoration.
5.	The Easement herein granted does not convey any right or interest in the Property, except as stated herein, nor does it prevent Grantor from the use of the Property; to the extent that such use does not interfere with the rights herein granted.
6.	The terms Grantor and Grantee, when used herein, shall mean either masculine or feminine, singular or plural, as the case may be, and the provisions of this easement shall bind the parties mutually, their subsidiaries, affiliates, agents, heirs, successors, personal representatives, and assigns.
7.	The Grantee, its subsidiaries, affiliates, agents, successors, assigns, contractors, and employees specifically agree to the following conditions of entry:
a.	DAMAGE TO PROPERTY: Grantee shall exercise care to avoid damaging the Property in any manner not consistent with the purpose of this Agreement.
b.	COOPERATION WITH GRANTOR: Grantee shall at all times cooperate with Grantor and comply with reasonable requests not inconsistent with the purpose of this Agreement.
C.	ACCEPTANCE: The Work Area shall be restored to the condition agreed upon by Grantor and Grantee.
D.	INSURANCE:  Grantee and its contractors shall maintain comprehensive general liability insurance during the term of this Agreement in an amount not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence, Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) in the aggregate.
E.	INDEMNIFICATION:  Grantee hereby indemnifies and holds Grantor harmless to the extent any claims, suits, losses, damages, or injuries are the result of the acts, errors or omissions of Grantee.
