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(ITEM     )  A resolution requesting authorization to enter into an agreement regarding transit and shelters at Southridge shopping center and to reroute bus routes accordingly, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the County is attempting to improve bus service, safety and accessibility for passengers at Southridge shopping center; and,


WHEREAS, negotiations with Southridge have resulted in its agreement to abandon the current bus stop and create two new stops, both closer than the current stop, along with a new pedestrian walkway and other improvements; and


WHEREAS, Southridge intends to have the new stops available before winter; and


WHEREAS, the four routes now serving the existing bus stop will be rerouted so that each of the two new stops are served by two routes; and


WHEREAS, the County will contribute up to $30,000 toward initial improvements for bus stops and walkways and up to $10,000 annually toward ongoing maintenance; therefore


BE IT RESOLVED, that the attached Agreement be entered into by and on behalf of Milwaukee County and Milwaukee Transport Services, Inc.; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Routes 64 and 76 be designated to serve the southerly stop shown on Exhibit A of the Agreement and Routes 55 and 14 be designated to serve the northerly stop shown on Exhibit A of the Agreement.
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
