(ITEM     ) From Acting Deputy Corporation Counsel, recommending payment in the amount of $9,000 to Jacqueline Hawkins for injuries she sustained after being struck by a Milwaukee County vehicle, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, on February 4, 2010, a Milwaukee County employee was operating a county owned 1998 GMC Sierra Pick-up truck with a front blade; and
WHEREAS, the county employee was stopped behind the crosswalk on 35th at W. North Ave. at a red light.  As he proceeded to make a right turn off of 35th onto W. North Ave., he did not see Ms. Hawkins stepping off of the curb into the walkway on 35th Street; and  

WHEREAS, the passenger front corner of the vehicle’s blade hit Jacqueline Hawkins on the knee; and
WHEREAS, Jacqueline Hawkins was transported by Curtis Ambulance to Sinai Hospital with left leg pain.  She was treated and released with the diagnosis of a left leg contusion.  Ms. Hawkins attended physical therapy at Milwaukee Physical Medicine, S.C., she started shortly after the accident in February and received treatment until April 29, 2010; and
WHEREAS, Jacqueline Hawkins incurred $5,031.08 in medical expenses for treatment of her injuries; and 

WHEREAS, Jacqueline Hawkins is represented by Attorney Kelin Olson; and
WHEREAS, County Mutual’s insurance adjustor recommends settlement of all claims by Jacqueline Hawkins for $9,000.00 and Corporation Counsel recommends such payment; and
WHEREAS, the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services at its meeting on May 12, 2011 voted (7-0) to recommend the payment as proposed; now

BE IT RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County approves the payment of $9,000.00 to Jacqueline Hawkins in return for a full release of all claims arising out of the February 4, 2010 accident.
