WHEREAS, on June 17, 2011, the Combined Court Related Operations submitted an application to the U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) requesting funding to support a Milwaukee County Family Drug Treatment Court (FDTC) Program; and


WHEREAS, on Friday, September 2, 2011, Milwaukee County received notice from OJJDP (Award Number, 2011-DC-BX-0001) awarding Milwaukee County a $650,000 three-year grant for the period of October 1, 2011, through August 30, 2014, to support the FDTC; and 

WHEREAS, the Committee on Health and Human Needs, at its meeting of September 21, 2011, recommended approval (vote 7-0) of the Chief Judge and Clerk of Circuit Court’s request; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Finance and Audit, at its meeting of September 22, 2011, concurred with the Committee on Health and Human Needs’ recommendation (vote 6-0); now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, that the County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the Chief Judge and the Clerk of Circuit Court to accept the grant.
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
