Subject:	St. Joseph Academy Request for Permanent Easement – ACTION

POLICY
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is seeking authorization to grant the St. Joseph Academy (the Academy) a permanent easement to allow for the construction, operation and maintenance of walkways to connect the Kinnickinnic Sports Center facilities at South 17th Street and West Manitoba Street with new parking spaces and related improvements to be constructed in the area.

BACKGROUND
The Academy, a voucher elementary school, launched a significant expansion campaign in 2014 in order to add fourth and fifth grades to the Academy.  As part of this campaign, the Academy is proposing to add more than twenty (20) angled parking spaces within the City of Milwaukee Street Right of Way at South 17th Street and West Manitoba Street (Attachment A).  The Academy has requested that Milwaukee County grant it a permanent easement to allow for the construction, operation and maintenance of walkways that will serve to connect these new parking spaces and related improvements to the neighborhood, the adjacent park facilities and the Academy. All costs of construction, operation and maintenance of these improvements will be            provided for by the Academy or the City of Milwaukee. Appropriate County staff will review and approve all plans and documents as required prior to the start of construction.

RECOMMENDATION 
The Parks Director recommends that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture and appropriate Milwaukee County staff be authorized to prepare, review, approve, execute, record and/or implement the required documents or perform actions to facilitate granting the Easement to St. Joseph Academy.  It is further recommended that that the County Executive and County Clerk be authorized to execute any required documents.
