Subject:	A Request to Enter into an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement with the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District – ACTION

POLICY
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is seeking approval to execute and implement an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement (ICA) with the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD) to allow for construction, operation and maintenance of two real time water quality monitoring stations on Milwaukee County Park land.

BACKGROUND
MMSD works with representatives from the United States Geologic Survey to monitor various water quality parameters at several locations along our local rivers. Some of this monitoring is accomplished by constructing small structures adjacent to the river which draw water samples from the river, perform the required analysis and then communicate the data to MMSD for processing and sharing with the Milwaukee County and other interested parties. MMSD has approached DPRC with plans to construct two of these real time water quality monitoring stations on the Root River. MMSD has prepared a draft ICA (Exhibit A) to establish responsibilities for the installation and maintenance of and for sharing data produced by the monitoring stations. The two facilities would be located near 6501 Ryan Road, Franklin and 8020 West Grange Avenue, Greendale. 

RECOMMENDATION 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Parks Director recommends that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture and appropriate Milwaukee County staff be authorized to prepare, review, approve, execute, record and implement this ICA and other required documents and to perform actions required to grant permanent easements for the construction, operation and maintenance of electric services and other related improvements for these real time water quality monitoring stations.  It is further recommended that the County Executive and County Clerk be authorized to execute any required documents.
